Decorate the cracker while it is flat, as it is much easier to do than
when it is assembled. When your design is finished, turn the paper
OVCET.

Make sure one of the longer sides is at the top. Put the cardboard
tube on the paper so that the ends are pointing

towards the shorter sides of the paper and the tube is in the mid-
dle.

Make a mark at each end of the tube. Draw two lines through the
marks from top to bottom, so the paper is divided into three sec-
tions. Measure 2cm and 4cm from each line and draw lines from
top to bottom. There should be three lines at each end of the pa-
per.

At one end, fold along the middle of the three linedMake a cut
from the fold about 1cm from the end of the paper. Keep doing
this all the way along the fold. Repeat this at the other end.

On a flat surface, put some glue along the edge of the paper. Put the
tube at the top and in the middle, and roll the paper around it. You
might need sticky tape to really secure the edges.

Stick the cracker snaps in. Tie one end of the cracker with rib-
bon, wool or string. The cuts should gather up.

Fill the cracker— don't put anything inside that's too heavy for the

tube — and then tie up the other end.

759 softened butter

50g caster sugar

Y, teaspoon bicarbonate soda

250q plain flour
